The Parties to this agreement will provide each other with
information on essential questions of economic development and
legal matters of their countries,including the information on
enterprises,  foreign €conomic  corporations and firms,
nomenclature of €xport and import, fairs and exhibitions, as we]]
as on other questions being of mutual interest and corresponding to

the goals of the présent Agreement.

ARTICLE 4

The Parties to this agreement will promote the small and
medium -scale businesses,locating trade partners and partners for
joint ventures,developing Cooperation in the field of providing
local marketing services .including recommendations about price
levels and demang for consumer goods. The corresponding

situation on the world market may be part of the service,

ARTICLE 5

With view to fulfill the obligations undertaken by the
